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Austin Police Chief Art Acevedo Honored with Statewide
Community Partnership Advocate Award

Austin, TX. —Austin Police Chief Art Acevedo was honored with the Gold Partnership
Advocate Award this week by the Texas Association of Partners in Education.

Acevedo was nominated by Austin Partners in Education (APIE) for his leadership in
community engagement in education, most recently as the spokesperson in a media
campaign encouraging participation in APIE’s Classroom Coaching programs in Spanish
language reading and math for Austin ISD 2" — 8" grade students. The campaign aired
on Univision broadcast TV network and radio, Telefutura Austin, and in the Austin
American Statesman iAhora Sil.

Texas Association of Partners in Education commended Acevedo for his leadership in
community involvement and his deep commitment to community outreach and
coalition building in Austin. He serves on initiatives that benefit the safety, health, and
prosperity of Austin students and their families.

Chief Acevedo is a champion of Austin Partners in Education and their work in Austin
ISD via Classroom Coaching programs. Classroom Coaching places trained volunteers in
small interactive learning groups that provide students important individualized
academic support and mentoring. Acevedo’s work to help promote the program
benefits thousands of economically disadvantaged students in Austin ISD, particularly
second language learners in the Compafieros en Lectura (2" grade Reading in Spanish)
program.

With Chief Acevedo’s vocal and visible support, APIE was able to recruit to capacity for
the 2010-2011 school year, and provided more than 3,300 students with more than
36,000 hours of volunteer support to enrich learning, and increase student success.
“The Chief’s proactive approach to crime prevention encompasses the whole
community - youth programming , quality education, community safety — his
leadership sets a standard for us all to follow. We’re humbled and honored to have his
support for our students and schools,” said Kathrin Brewer, Executive Director of
Austin Partners in Education.

Art Acevedo serves as the eighth Police Chief in the 87-year history of the Austin Police
Department, and is the first Hispanic to lead the City’s police force.

The awards ceremony was part of TAPE’s statewide annual conference. Texas
Association of Partners in Education provides leadership to schools, businesses, and
communities to assist public schools in building partnerships to enhance student
success.
